Exam
To receive the specialization in Reconciliation, an ACBC  
member must successfully complete the online  
Reconciliation Specialization exam within 1 year of taking  
this course, demonstrating their knowledge of the material  
they have learned.

Applicants for the specialization in Reconciliation must submit 
an application documenting the completion of the reading and 
training requirements.

Clearcreek Chapel currently 
offers the Reconciliation 
Specialization Training in  
an easy online format
This online format makes it accessible for busy 
counselors to excel in this area of ministry, as 
well as be prepared to take the Reconciliation 
Specialization Exam to receive the certification. We 
offer this course (which is worth 18 CEU’s) during 
three different months of each year: February, 
June and September.  Each course will start the 
first of the month and run through the end of the 
month. This will allow you to choose the time of 
year that works best for your schedule.This model 
will be done as a cohort training opportunity where 
students will independently view 4 lectures per week 
and participate in discussion board assignments 
throughout the month. 

If you plan to pursue the specialization certification, 
you MUST already be an ACBC certified member at 
the time of the specialization course, however, if you 
just want to attend for your own personal growth, 
you may attend the course if you have taken the 
Fundamentals Course.
